According to a post by Fred Durst, he said UFC and Interscope Records couldn't come to
an agreement regarding certain DVD rights. He said that the band was also unhappy about UFC wanting them to perform
at Mandalay Bay Beach. He said they asked to switch, citing it an having an inappropriate layout for a heavy rock
concert, being on a stage in front of a pool. They asked to be moved to the House of Blues at Mandalay Bay, a more
traditional concert setting. UFC said they wanted more of a beach party vibe to the concert scheduled for the night before
the Lesnar vs. Mir fight, and would not agree to allowing the concert moved. Durst said the band members are huge UFC
fans, but felt it was unfair for UFC to falsely confirm and advertise Limp Bizkit would be performing only to change their
minds. He said they would be performing in the area that night. (thanks to Jim Papanou)

Okay, if you want to oppose it
and oppose kickboxing and boxing as well, go right ahead, I'll never argue that viewpoint. But that is making up facts. If
he actually said that, he's either never done a smidgen of research of something he's talking everywhere about, or he's
an outright liar. There have been two deaths, one in the Ukraine and one stemming from a fight in Houston. He noted
Zach Kirk was paralyzed in a fight on May 26, which is the case. It notes Carlton Haselrig, a former guard with the
Steelers and arguably the greatest college heavyweight in U.S. history, fights tonight. He's now in his 40s, but is 3-1.

MWF, in attempting to make good, is offering all ticket purchasers a free Graham
autographed photo, a free Graham action figure and two new wrestling books. For those who had pre-purchased
autograph/photos for Graham, the purchases will be refunded via Paypal this coming week.
