--Pretty quiet news day other than the injury to Edge at the house show last night in San Diego. Edge was wrestling Jeff
Hardy, and | believe it was a leapfrog spot and when he landed, he tore his Achilles tendon, which is a serious injury. We
don't have any more updates other than what was put up last night. A decision on how to explain the injury and what to
do about the tag team titles will be made prior to 7/13, which is the next live TV taping. Because Edge appears on the
show that airs on 7/10, it is most likely that for TV purposes they won't be mentioning anything (they may on the web site)
about the titles until that point. That injury would normally need surgery and probably eight months or longer of
recuperation. The injury has ended many careers of athletes but probably won't be a career threatening injury because
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losing a step of speed, which usually happens after this surgery, isn't as big a deal to a wrestler.

--Jeff Hardy did an interview for TV in Spain where he said that he had a few weeks left on his contract but that he had
not signed a new deal.
